PENALTY PROCEDURES / FEE SCHEDULE

Basketball and Volleyball Leagues
o 1st forfeit results in $20 fee which must be paid before the next game. Team will
be ineligible for postseason play
o 2" forfeit results in additional $20 fee. Team will be ineligible for play for
remainder of season.
o All players will be ineligible from further Intramural participation until
outstanding fees are paid.

Special Events / Tournaments
o 1st forfeit results in $10 fee. If tournament is a double elimination format, fee
must be paid before next game.
o 2" forfeit results in additional $20 fee. Team will be eliminated from the
tournament.
o All players will be ineligible from further Intramural participation until
outstanding fees are paid.

Flag Football, Soccer, an Softball (SMU)
e st forfeit results in $25 fee payable to SMU which must be paid before the next
game.
e 2" forfeit results in additional $25 fee. Team will be ineligible for play for
remainder of season.
o All players will be ineligible from further Intramural participation until
outstanding fees are paid.
